	Time: Anytime 
Who: Library Media Specialist, Classroom teacher, students
What: Teachers sign up to use the library when they have a project planned
How: The library is a center for a variety of activities based on daily need.

	· Kids are in the library at least once a week
· Currently practiced in more elementary libraries 

· Need balance of research and reading

· Daily inquiry
	· Allows for teacher prep time
· Library is seen as a “special” like art and music

· Limited use of library 

· Little connections to curriculum
	Time: Once a week
Who: Library Media Specialist and Students
What: The library is a fixed schedule with each class assigned a specific time each week. This is often considered the teacher’s planning time
How: The library schedule is decided at the beginning of the year, and it does not change.

	Blended 
	· Schedule allows for teachers to have their prep as well as integrate curriculum into library skills
· Students are happy to exchange on a fixed schedule

· Teachers find it easier to coordinate library times when they are needed; based on projects and research
	· Limited amount of flexible time leaves teachers rushing to schedule the flexible times
· Library media specialist is expected to plan own classes and collaborate with teachers- little time for teacher collaboration and implementation
	Time: Fixed and Flexible
Who: Classroom Teacher or Library Media Specialist or a combination 
What: A combination of both types of schedules. The reason for students to be in the library will determine whether the schedule is fixed or flexible.
How: Some classes are set at a fixed time, and there is open time in the schedule to allow for flexibility based on need.
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
