Goals and Objectives: By the end of these three hour-long workshops, teachers will have a clear vision of what collaboration looks like. Through collaboration, we will use the Big6 Research Process to enable our students in their quest of becoming lifelong learners.
Workshop #1: Collaboration
You will be able to differentiate between cooperation, coordination, and collaboration. You will also generate ideas for working with your librarian this year with the goal of attaining higher student achievement.

Workshop #2: The Big6 Research Process
You will be able to describe the steps of the Big6 Research Process and see how it guides student inquiry.
Workshop #3: Implementation of the Big6
You will be able to plan a research project to use with your students this year in collaboration with your librarian.
How the workshops will aid instructional collaboration 

These workshops will provide the foundation and knowledge base for teachers who are interested in collaborating with their SMLS. By defining collaboration first, the staff will know what true collaboration looks like. Our district is moving towards having more of a focus on collaborating with the librarian. As of now, teachers have not had much experience in this area. By providing a background and examples of what cooperation, coordination, and collaboration look like, teachers will understand the different levels of working together to advance our student achievement. 

Then, by introducing the Big6 Research Process, our district’s adopted process, teachers will know the tool that we will use as we collaborate throughout the year.  The steps of the process will be introduced, from the Super3 to the Big6 to the Little12. One of our district’s ongoing initiatives is differentiated instruction. The link between the Big6 and our initiative will be explained in detail. Also, a variety of resources will be explored to gain an in-depth look at what is available on the internet for support with this research process.

Finally, teachers will be provided models and examples of projects created using the Big6 and use them to create a project for their students to use this year. By using what they now know about collaboration and the Big6, teachers will begin to plan an area of study to be used with students in their classroom and in the library at some point in the year. By working as grade level partners and with the librarian, teachers will create a plan for collaboration in the context of student inquiry. Then, by combining the information literacy skills with subject area content skills, students will learn much more about the problem solving process of research.
Audience and Setting
The K-5 classroom teachers and principal at Chatham Park Elementary School will constitute the audience for these workshops. This group of people will work closely with the SMLS in planning and implementing our ideas. The principal plays an integral role in supporting collaboration and encouraging the use of the district-adopted research process. 
These workshops will take place in the library. It is the only room in the building with air conditioning, which may be needed during those hot, humid afternoons in late August. There are 7 large tables which are big enough to seat 6 people around each. This is a good size for small group and partner activities. The library has a Smartboard and multiple computers to use for research and writing documents.
